REQUIREMENTS FOR SCIENTIFIC CONTENT

Only scientific articles that correspond to the profile
of the Conference and reflect to the results of theoretical
and experimental studies of the authors will be accepted
for publication.

The International Program Committee will make the
selection of papers. Papers will be reviewed for the tech-
nical merit and content. Only original, unpublished con-
tributions will be considered.

The article should contain:

- the relevance (subject matter of the article should be in-
terest to the scientific community in terms of the current
development of science and technology);

- the scientific character (the article should deal with the
consideration of the scientific aspects of the problem,
even if the task itself has a practical bias);

- the originality (the presented results in the article should
contain a scientific novelty; the survey articles must be
approved by the special decision of the editorial board).

Article must be clearly structured for generally ac-
ceptance in scientific publications sections, namely it
may include: introduction; relevance, scientific signifi-
cance of the question with a brief review of the literature;
formulation of the problem; the theoretical part; practical
significance, suggestions and case studies, the results of
experiments; conclusions.

The number of authors is not more than six. The number
of articles that the author may submit to one collection
should not be more than two. The volume of the article is:
6-8 full pages.

The proceedings of the conference will be submitted
to IEEE Xplore, Scopus and Web of Science for indexing.
